This spectacular titanium building de-
signed by the prestigious architect
Frank Gehry has become an icon of this
Basque city. It houses a magnificent
collection of contemporary art.

The outside of the building is a work
of art in itself. The metallic reflective
panels on the facade shine with dif-
ferent colours, depending on the time
of day and the weather conditions. In
the surrounding area there are gigan-
tic sculptures like Puppy, the iconic
floral dog by Jeff Koons which stands
guard at the entrance to the museum.
Inside, no two galleries are the same.
There are large-format works alter-
nating with others in a much smaller
ones. This makes your visit a constant
surprise.

(SANTILLANA DEL MAR, CANTABRIA)

Travel back in time to the prehistoric
era. Discovered at the end of the 19th
century, Altamira Cave in Santillana
del Mar (Cantabria) was declared a
UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1985.
Its walls and ceilings preserve more
than 260 paintings and engravings
of bison, horses and deer which are
18,000 years old. It is regarded as the
"Sistine Chapel" of cave art.

In orderto preserve itinits original state
as much as possible, visits to the inte-
rior of the cave are restricted. The best
way of exploring this fabulous legacy
of cave art is to visit the Neocueva,
an exact three-dimensional replica of
Altamira.

These colourful festivities feature unin-
hibited high spirits and the freedom to
say what you like, with parades full of
fantasy and the rhythm of the music.
Apart from the world-famous Carnival in
Santa Cruz de Tenerife (Canary Islands),
the festivities are especially entertaining
in Cadiz (Andalusia) and Aguilas (Murcia).

During Las Fallas in Valencia, the whole
city is devoted to its greatest festivity.
During the week of 19 March, the city
is filled with ninots (gigantic structures
made of wood, cardboard and plaster,
all based on socially critical humour)
which end up as spectacular bonfires
on the last night, called the crema.

Festivities in honour of Patron Saints
are a unique way of discovering the
cultural wealth of the different regions
and cities in Spain. You'll simply love the
Festival of Santiago Apdstol (Santiago
de Compostela, A Corufa), San lIsidro
(Madrid) and La Mercé (Barcelona).

The Don Quixote Route will take you
to places where this famous charac-
ter created by Miguel de Cervantes
had his knightly adventures.

the managing company. They all have
refund points at the main Spanish air-
ports and borders. You can also ask
for the VAT refund to be made to your
credit card, by bank transfer, or by in-
ternational bank draft.

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REQUIREMENTS
FOR ENTERING SPAIN

EU CITIZENS

The documentation required to travel
to Spain varies according to your coun-
try of origin. If you're from the European
Union, Switzerland, Iceland, Norway
or Liechtenstein, you only need a valid
passport or ID document.

OTHER COUNTRIES

You'll need your passport or a valid
visa in the case of countries without
any special treaties. You can also use
a residence permit or a long-term
visa issued by another EU country,
or by Switzerland, Norway, Iceland
or Liechtenstein. The maximum stay
in Spain is 90 days. We recommend

AIRPORTS

CLIMATE

Spain is one of the warmest countries in
Europe, with over 3,000 hours of sun-
shine a year. The predominant climate
is temperate Mediterranean, which en-
sures dry summers and winters with
even temperatures. The weather in the
north tends to be rainier and with mild
summers. The Canary Islands have an
excellent climate with year-round sun-
shine and an annual average tempera-
ture of 22°C. In areas at higher altitudes
like the Sierra Nevada and the Cordillera
Cantabrica mountains it often snows
from early winter to late spring.
