The Islamic Wall

.1, Founded around 865 by Emir Muhammad |
@ and then named Mayrit in Arabic, the city’s first
wall was built under Muslim rule (two more later by
the Christian rulers). Remains can be found in several
places.

Like Segovia, this small city belongs to
the region of Castile and Ledn and is
also a World Heritage city.

In fact, Avila is one of
the best-preserved walled enclosures
in Europe. Its quiet streets breathe
history. Day trips from Madrid often
include it, usually combined with Segovia.

Bab Al-Mardum Mosque

Also known as Cristo de la Luz Mosque, this small
jewel is one of Toledo's most important Islamic
monuments and its oldest surviving building
(10th-11th ). Its well preserved prayer hall reflects the art
of the Umayyad Caliphate, while its later transformation
into a church added a Mudejar apse, creating a unigue
continuity between Andalusi and Christian traditions.
